[bookmark: _GoBack]2.1	The Community Justice (Scotland) Act 2016 creates a new model for community justice which, from 1 April 2017, will place responsibility and accountability for community justice strategic planning and outcomes improvement on identified community justice partners working locally and on a national body called ‘Community Justice Scotland’. 

2.2	The eight regional Community Justice Authorities in Scotland, will be abolished on 31 March 2017.  In Tayside there will be three Community Justice Partnerships operating in the Perth & Kinross, Dundee and Angus council areas. The transition period includes a shadow year from 1 April 2016 to 31 March 2017.  

2.3	The purpose of the Community Justice Transition Plan is to outline how each of the three Local Authorities intend to take forward arrangements for the local strategic planning and delivery of community justice, in preparation for the implementation of a new national model for community justice in April 2017. 

2.4	The plans outlines how the new partnerships will work with the Tayside Community Justice Authority (CJA) to ensure, where relevant, existing strategic priorities are retained, how links will be built with and between local partners and how the third sector, service users and communities will be involved in the local planning and delivery of services.
