2.1	Community Justice Authorities are required by the Management of Offenders Act (Scotland) 2005 to submit Area Plans for reducing reoffending. The CJAs worked with partners to develop Area Plans for the 2014-17 period, setting out a number of priorities for delivery across the respective CJA areas.  The Tayside CJA signed off the final draft Area Plan for 2014-17 at the June 2014 meeting, details of which can be found in Report No: TCJA212-2014.

2.2	The Area Plan Implementation Group (APIG) met on Monday 16th November 2015 with the aim of trying to clarify roles and responsibilities in light of the transition process and obtain an update on the progress of the Tayside CJA Priorities and Actions.  From the 17 original actions, 8 have now been completed and 9 are ongoing.  Updates can be found within the Action Plan 2014-15 (Appendix 1).  The meeting was found to be informative and worthwhile by the attendees and it is planned to have a further meeting in the new year to keep up the impetus in moving forward together as a partnership.
