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Abstract – The report outlines the content of the draft Tayside Community Justice Authority (TCJA) Annual Report 2014-15, which has been submitted to the Scottish Government Community Justice Services Division (with the caveat that it is subject to member’s approval).



1.	Recommendations

1.1 The CJA is asked to approve the Tayside CJA Annual Report 2014-15 for final submission to the Scottish Government.


2.	Background
2.1	Section 3(5)(g) of the Management of Offenders etc (Scotland) Act 2005, requires Community Justice Authorities to submit an Annual Report to the Scottish Ministers, as soon as is practicable after the end of each financial year. 

2.2	The submission deadline for CJAs to submit their 2014-15 Annual Reports was 30th September 2015. This deadline was unattainable due to the vacant Planning Officer post within the Tayside CJA for 4 months prior to this date.  After discussion with the Scottish Government, they agreed to extend the deadline.          
2.3	The Annual Report provides:
· a demonstration of the ways in which Tayside CJA is engaging with a broad range of services, towards meeting its strategic objectives 2014-17, which are aimed at reducing reoffending in Tayside;
· an analysis of Tayside’s reconviction rate trends up to the 2012-13 offender cohort;
· a full update in relation to the Action Plan for achieving the strategic objectives;

4.	Consultation
All Statutory Partners have been consulted on the draft Annual Report 2014-15.
5.	Financial/Resource Implications

The Annual Report allows the CJA to evidence progress in continuing to work in a broad partnership of agencies with a shared objective – the reduction of reoffending in our communities.
